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RESOLUTIONS 
 
Ok, so it is that time of year again when we end one year and begin 

another.  As people gather for year end celebrations many will make 
resolutions for what they hope to accomplish in the new year. 

Common resolutions include losing weight, exercising more, stopping a 
bad habit like smoking or drinking, getting a promotion, spending more time 
with family, hitting a financial target for retirement and the list goes on and on.  
Sadly, most resolutions will fall by the side by the time the second month has 
come around. 

I would imagine that everyone who reads this article has experienced a 
resolution that was left unachieved during a year.  Despite the best of 
intentions we often are not equipping ourselves to achieve our goals. 

Here are some simple thoughts on how to improve our ability to complete 
the resolutions we make. 

1. Make it specific.  Instead of saying you want to lose weight, set your 
mind on a specific amount.  It you need to lose 50 pounds, break that 
down to a weekly goal of one pound.  Then make the needed 
adjustments to your routine to lose that 2.28 ounces each day (i.e., cut 
out the milkshakes!)  Specific goals are measurable and can be easily 
broken down into manageable segments. 

2. Make it meaningful.  Link your resolution with your longer term 
objectives.  A resolution to have a date night each month with your wife 
can be seen as supporting your lifelong commitment to her. 

3. Make it known.  Write your resolutions down and share them with 
others.  The lack of accountability is a common element in failed 
resolutions.  Having friends that know your resolutions will help you 
keep your focus on reaching them.  Post your copy of resolutions 
where you can frequently read it. 

Now, instead of just saying “I want to be a better Christian” as your 
resolution, apply these three suggestions and see how your new resolutions 
seem more attainable. 

Are there questions you have about the Bible?  Make a list and work to find 
the answers this year.  Would you like to know better how to share the 
message of salvation to others?  There are great tools already available.  Pick 
a date and come begin your study.  Do you have friends that need to hear the 
gospel?  Write their names down and begin praying and inviting them to learn 
about Christ.  Share your goals with others so they can support and 
encourage your efforts!  “And whatever you do, do it heartily, as to the Lord 
and not to men” (Colossians 3:23).
