various places, leaving none in the land of Israel 
except in Gaza, Gath, and Ashdod, all Philistine 
cities. Goliath was from Gath (1 Samuel 17) and 
shares descriptions similar to those of Nephilimôs 
mentioned in scripture. Additionally, in 2 Samuel 
21:15-22, the Philistines are referred to as 
"Rafah," which is the singular use of the Hebrew 
word "refa'im," which means "giant." Some 
scholars believe that "Rephaim" is also a personal 
pronoun, another group of descendants from the 
Nephilim. 
  
Goliath may be a descendant of the Nephilim, or 
he's just a tall man. Whatever you believe doesn't 
take away from the lesson that the battle between 
the Philistines and the Israelites was one-sided. 
The problem was the Israelites, who were focused 
on the wrong side. The beauty of the story of 
David and Goliath is that David has a proper 
focus. Goliath could've been twice as large, and it 
would've ended the same way because this isn't a 
story about a small shepherd boy who goes against 
a mighty giant; it is the story of a small giant who 
goes against a mighty God. 1 Samuel 17:26 says, 
"Then David spoke to the men who stood by him, 
saying, 'What shall be done for the man who kills 
this Philistine and takes away the reproach from 
Israel? For who is this uncircumcised Philistine, 
that he should defy the armies of the living God?'" 
  
The lesson we learn is that no earthly enemy, no 
physical pain, and no mortal struggle is higher 
than our God. When we realize He is on our side, 
every Goliath we face will seem small. David had 
confidence in God (1 Samuel 17:37). Proverbs 
14:26 says, ñIn the fear of the Lord, one has strong 
confidence, and his children will have a refuge.ò 
Isaiah 41:10 states, ñFear not, for I am with you; 
be not dismayed, for I am your God; I will 
strengthen you, I will help you, I will uphold you 
with my righteous right hand.ò In the end, 
examine your life and remember that no matter 
what you face, focusing on whatôs more 
incredible, like God, will help you overcome 
everything. God Bless!

1 Samuel 17:1-ff ñNow the Philistines gathered 
their armies together to battle, and were gathered 
at Sochoh, which belongs to Judah; they 
encamped between Sochoh and Azekah, in Ephes 
Dammim. And Saul and the men of Israel were 
gathered together, and they encamped in the 
Valley of Elah and drew up in battle array against 
the Philistines. The Philistines stood on a 
mountain on one side, and Israel stood on a 
mountain on the other side, with a valley between 
them. And a champion went out from the camp of 
the Philistines, named Goliath, from Gath, whose 
height was six cubits and a spanéò 
  
The Israelites were understandably frightened of 
Goliath. The Bible states that he was "six cubits 
and a span" tall, which could mean he was 9-10 
feet tall, depending on the culture. Although 1 
Samuel 17 doesn't explicitly call Goliath a giant, 
he's called a "champion." However, evidence in 
the Bible suggests that Goliath may have been a 
descendant of the Nephilim, described in Genesis 
6:4 as "giants on the earth." The Nephilim are also 
mentioned in Numbers 13:33, saying, "And we 
were like grasshoppers in our own sight, and so 
we were in their sight." Josephus, the Jewish 
historian, described the Nephilim as men of "great 
strength" whose actions resembled those of the 
Grecian "giants" (Antiquities of the Jews, 3:1). 
  
Side note: Some translations, such as KJV and 
NKJV, do not mention the Nephilim by name. The 
translators rendered Nephilim as "giant" instead of 
keeping it as a personal noun. However, Nephilim 
is used as a name in more modern translations, 
such as ASV, RSV, ESV, NASB, etc., but what 
does this have to do with Goliath? 
  
Numbers 13:32-33 not only mentions the 
Nephilim as "people of great height" but also "the 
sons of Anak." These verses are significant to 
consider as you read Joshua 11:21-22 which states 
that the Anakim (sons of Anak) were cut off from
